
What is a BikeBus?
In a BikeBus we cycle as a group, closely

bunched in pairs, taking just one lane,

which is our legal right. It is safer and more

fun than cycling alone.

The ‘driver’ leads the group indicating with

hand signals and calls when the group

should slow or stop or if there is a hazard

on the road. The ‘conductor’, who rides at

the back, makes sure that lane changes

occur safely and that riders keep pace with

the group.

Less experienced riders are able to join the

BikeBus and ride in the middle of the group

on the kerbside, away from motorised

traffic!

The Route
The North Shore BikeBus route is along the

Pacific Highway from the northern suburb

of Hornsby to the Sydney Harbour Bridge

Cycleway entrance,  then over the bridge

to the centre of Sydney. Riders may join or

leave the bus at any point along the route!
